IRS or other government
agencies will never:

Law enforcement agencies will never:

» Request payment of citations,
warrants, etc., via the phone

Safety Tips

» Never provide your credit card
information or your Social Security
number over the phone or online to
someone you don’t know

If you visit a website that asks for
your Social Security number, don’t
provide it

If you receive an email from a
stranger or company asking you to
click on a hyperlink and/or open an
attachment and enter your financial
information, delete the email

Do not respond to friend requests
from strangers
